Village of Secor
Meeting Minutes
April 10, 2023

Village President Bob Wilkey called the Village Board meeting to order at 7pm.  The Village Board met in regular session with all board members present. 

Village Clerk Lori Bagby read the minutes of the March 13, 2023 meeting.  Louise Slayton made a motion to approve minutes, seconded by Tara Wilkey. All votes yes; motion carried.

Treasurer Greg Slayton handed out the Treasurer report for review.  Tara Wilkey made a motion to accept the report as read, seconded by Dee Dee Allen.  All votes were yes; motion carried.

Greg Slayton also handed out a report for all of the bills to be paid this month.  Tara Wilkey made a motion to pay all bills out of their respective funds, seconded by Dee Dee Allen.  All votes yes; motion carried. 

Greg Slayton also presented the Board with a $10,000 bill from Clint Kennell for the sidewalk work uptown that will be paid under MFT.  Tara Wilkey made a motion to pay this bill out of the MFT fund, seconded by Dee Dee Allen.  All votes yes; motion carried.

Darrin said that they need to put a water meter in the old fire station.  GA Rich is going to come into town and help Darrin put this in so we can start billing the new business for their water usage.

Ron Armstrong with the Township was present to ask the Board if they would be ok with the Township resurfacing the Secor Rd from Rt 24 to the RR Tracks and then the Village would be responsible for the RR tracks to Greene St.  The board was fine with the township doing this.

Greg Slayton handed out the 23/24 Village Budget for the Board to review and come back next meeting with any questions.

Mark Allen asked the Board about how they keep track of golf carts in town. He wanted to know how many have registered and received a sticker.  Don Breach showed him the form that was used and how many we received last year.  This year’s weather is just getting nice so we don’t have that many yet.  There is information in the water bill on what you need to do to register.  If you see someone under 16 driving a golf cart you can call the Woodford Co Sheriff’s department. 

Karen Allen asked the Board about the selling of the Ball Diamond to the Fire Station.  She presented a deed from 1955 showing that the ball diamond was donated to the Village and to be kept for 100 years as a ball diamond.  After further discussion and comments the Board said that they would have to look into this matter with the Attorney and if we were in the wrong we would correct this action.

Brett Krug said that the pavilion roof at the park needs to be fixed.  He said the material would cost around $860 and he is looking for a contractor that does work for municipalities.

Mark Whitecotton’s property has been sold for tax deed.  He left a pool in back yard that is collapsed and still has water in it.  Bob Wilkey went to Health Department to let them know of this health hazard and they will send out letters.  They also have a tile running from the upstairs bathroom to a tile that they tied into that runs in the back yard.   Darrin is going to see with the maps he has uptown where the tiles go to.  

Lori handed out two ordinances for the Board to review- Zoning Ordinance for Mobile Homes and reconnection requirements for reinstating water service.   They need to review and come back next meeting with any questions and to possibly vote on Ordinances.

Darrin said that the power plex unit at the water plant is getting an error code and kicking off.  He is going to get ahold of Schlup and have them come look at it.

Bob let the Board know that Les Armstrong will be retiring as the Zoning Board Chairman. We will need a new Zoning Chair or the Board of Trustees can do it, but would need to hold separate meetings.  More discussion at next meeting.

Bob has talked to the Attorney regarding  starting the demolition of Grey house (Ben Piper’s) on corner of First and Crueger St. and to start the clean up on Ben Piper house on 3rd St.   Louise Slayton made a motion to start the processes on Ben Piper’s two properties in the Village of Secor, seconded by Dee Dee Allen.   All votes were yes; motion carried.

Village Clerk omitted getting a motion to adjourn the meeting.  Meeting got done at 8:35pm
